1.4 Requirements and Conditions for Bidding

Tax Exemption
All items purchased under this contract will be exempt from the State of Ohio Sales Tax as provided for in Section 5739-02(b)(1) of the Revised Code of Ohio, and will be exempt from the State of Ohio Use Tax, Section 5741.02(C)(2).  Blanket Certification of Exemption Forms will be furnished to the vendor by the Department of Purchasing.

Proposer Affidavit
If the successful Proposer should be a corporation not incorporated under the laws of the State of Ohio, a certificate from the Secretary of State showing the rights of the successful Proposer to do business in the State of Ohio shall be furnished.  Each Proposer is required to submit with their bid, an Affidavit stating that neither the Proposer nor agents thereof, nor any other party of the Proposer has paid or agreed to pay directly or indirectly, any person, firm or corporation, any money or valuable consideration for assistance in procuring or attempting to procure the contract herein referred to, and further agreeing that no such money or reward will hereafter be paid.

Proposer’s Financial Obligation to the City
No bid will be accepted or contract awarded to any person, firm or corporation that is in arrears or in default to the City, or that is a defaulter of surety or otherwise upon any obligation to the City, or has failed to perform faithfully any previous contract with the City.

Proposer’s Incurred Costs
Each Proposer shall be responsible for all costs incurred in preparing a response to this R.F. P.  All materials and documents submitted by the Proposer in response to this R.F.P. shall become the property of the City, and shall not be returned.  Respondents selected for further negotiations, as well as the Proposer ultimately selected to enter into a contractual agreement with the City, shall be responsible for all costs incurred by it during negotiations.

Liability Insurance
It is a requirement of the City that any contractor when working for the City shall agree to defend the City, its officers, board and commission members and employees against claims for damages arising out of the work of the contractor, his subcontractor or their respective employees, servants and/or agents.

The successful Proposer shall maintain insurance that will protect them from claims under worker’s compensation acts and other employee benefits acts for damages because of bodily injury, including death, to their employees.  The successful Proposer shall have and maintain worker’s compensation insurance during the entire term of the contract.

Non-Discrimination Agreement

1.6 Proposal Evaluation & Selection Process

The City reserves the right to reject or accept any or all proposals, and to accept or reject components of any proposal.  


The City does not guarantee that any contract will be awarded as a result of this RFP.  In the event that a contract award is made but the contract is not executed, the City does not guarantee that the contract will be re-awarded.

1.7 Termination of Agreement

The City will have the right to terminate the resulting agreement, upon notice, if the vendor:

· Fails to substantially or completely perform in a timely and proper manner its obligation under the contract or if it should violate any condition of the contract in the opinion of the City Purchasing Agent;

· Violates the warranty or the material covenants of this request for proposal; 

· Becomes insolvent, or if insolvency, receivership or bankruptcy proceeding under Federal or State law shall be commenced by or against the vendor and not removed within thirty (30) days;

· Fails to perform in substantial compliance with any section contained in the RFP.

Any such termination shall not relieve the vendor of any liability to the City for damages sustained by virtue of any breach by the vendor.  The City will be under no further monetary obligation or commitment to the vendor.  The City may terminate this contract at any time upon 30 days written notice to the vendor.  

1.8 Remedies Upon Termination

In the event of termination, the City may, at its option, exercise any remedy available to it, including the U.C.C., according to Ohio laws.

1.9 Compliance with Laws

Both parties shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations, ordinances and other rules of all governments and governmental agencies where the City of Dayton is located.
